The Harvest is plentiful



➢Christianity has plateaued 

in the last 10 years

➢Christians has grown very 

marginally from 18.3% to 

18.9% (+0.6%).

➢In 2024, the estimated 

percentage has dropped to 

17%



➢In the 25-34 age group, 

the percentage of 

Christians decreased 

from 18.4% to 17.7% (-

0.7%), 

➢In the 35-44 age group, 

the percentage of 

Christians decreased 

from 20.3% to 18.5% (-

1.8%).
